	Pre-visit.

Children are given a character to be in a role play discussion of whether or not a hotel should be built in Glencoe. Characters are: Mountaineer, Villager, Conservationist, Geologist, Musician, Forester, Artist, Ranger, Shepherd, Mountain Rescuer, Historian, Teacher.
Visit to National Trust for Scotland Visitor Centre. One hour in exhibition with worksheet and ranger. (Make notes on their character).
Following this the children have lunch and a chance to visit the shop

Group visit to view point near the Three Sisters in Glencoe. 

Discuss (in groups) the pros and cons of building a hotel in the Glen.  Notes to be made. Conclude with group findings and explain the Unna Principles, the wild land policy and why the National Trust for Scotland can’t and won’t be building a hotel in the Glen! Discuss the objections to the old visitor centre and explain about the design and why the trust built new visitor centre buildings.
